	Euclid (325 – 265 B.C.)

Best known for his book The Elements
	Al-Khwarizmi (780 – 850 A.D.)

Considered one of the first users of Algebra. 

	Omar Khayyam (1048 – 1131 A.D.)

The first mathematician to deal with every type of cubic equation that yields a positive square root.
	Archimedes (287 – 212 B.C.)
Best known for his practical applications to physics topics such as the lever and water displacement.

	Plato (429 – 348 B.C.)
Known to the world as a Greek philosopher
	Mandelbrot (1924 – Present A.D.)
The father of fractal geometry

	Pythagoras (570 – 500 B.C.)
Established a school in Croton, in Southern Italy and one of the most interesting figures in the history of mathematics.
	Thales (624 – 547 B.C.)
He is considered the “Father of Geometry” for his early discoveries and proofs of geometric relationships.

	Hypatia (370 – 415 A.D.)
Known as the first woman mathematicians in history
	Descartes (1596 – 1650 A.D.)
